What might change in your city if 10 percent of the entire population
came to authentic faith in Christ in the next twelve months?

. Do think it’s possible for God to send such an awakening to your
city and to America?

. What do you think God’s main purpose is in revival? Why would He
ever bless us with such a mighty outpouring of His Spirit?
